This breakfast forum will launch Delivering HIV Care and Treatment for People Who
Use Drugs: Lessons from Research and Practice, the Open Society Institute’s new
publication on treatment for IDUs. Copies of the book will be available to all who attend
the session.

Ten percent of the world’s HIV cases are among injecting drug users (IDUs). Yet in
nearly all countries—including those where they comprise a significant majority of all
cases—IDUs have been disproportionately less likely to have access to ARV treatment
and other medical care. In many developing/transitional countries with injection-driven
epidemics, ARV has been provided to drug users last if it has been offered to them at all,
despite evidence that with appropriate support, IDUs can achieve adherence and
treatment outcomes comparable to those of any other patient groups.
